Unfortunately, we still have a number of children who are often late for school in
the mornings.

| thought it might be helpful to remind you of our morning routines here at St Andrew's, in order
to show how important it is for children to be in school on time:

8.30 am School is open for the Daily Mile. All children on site between 8.30 am and 8.45
am should report to the member of staff supervising the daily mile please.

8.45 am classroom doors open.

8.45-8.55 am children carry out 'early morning work’ during registration time.*

8.55 am classroom doors close.

Any children arriving after 8.55am will be registered as 'late’ and will need to report to the school
office.

* Children who are in school consistently for 8.45 am receive 50 minutes a week of extra work
time compared to peers who arrive at 8.55 am. Those who are even just 5 minutes late each
day, not only miss out on 25 minutes of work time, but also disrupt the rest of the class.

Children should be in class by 8.55 am at the latest. Many thanks to the majority of our families
who are consistently on time for school.
