
 
 

Year 4 Home Learning 
 

 
A child in Lower KS2 should spend an average of between 15-30 minutes a day on their homework: 
 
 
Reading 
 
10 - 15 minutes regular reading (at least 4 times per week).  This should include sharing their book with an adult and 
discussing the content and their understanding, as well as being heard read out loud.  Please record all reading on Boom 
Reader.  The children can also do this themselves through the child account.  
 
 
Spelling 
 
Spelling practice of Statutory Spellings. These are spread out across the year and focus spellings will be tested at the end of 
each half term. Please continue to practice all statutory spellings throughout the year even after your child has been tested. 
 
 
Times tables and Division 
 
Practising of all times tables and related division facts, through a variety of games and/or online activities. Children are expected 
to know the times tables up to 12 x 12. These will be assessed every half term.  Please see ideas below of how to practise them.
